By 
declaring a state of emergency, the county is allowed to make decisions in the 
best interest of the county and the citizens and allows the Public Health Manger 
and EM Director to make decisions.  Pabich reviewed the draft resolution which 
was distributed to Board Members this morning.  Pabich reviewed information 
included in the meeting packet including the establishment of supplemental leave 
for specific reasons related to COVID-19, a travel order to employees, and social 
distancing in all operations.  The policy covers the time period effective March 
16th to April 6th  It was noted this may be amended to extend the expiration date.  
Itôs important to address the issue to protect our employeeôs health, their familyôs 
health, and the health of Door County residents.  It was noted Public Safety 
Employees are not covered by this order.  Sheriff Sternard and EMS Director 
LeClair are currently working on a plan for the public safety employees that will 
be reviewed this afternoon.  In terms of cost of the implementation there is no cost 
initially.  If the County shuts down and employees receive Supplemental Paid 
Leave the estimated cost would be $760,000.  There are no additional county 
funds needed to cover this cost.  Discussion regarding employeeôs ability to work 
from home; this will be reviewed on a case by case basis.  At this time employees 
working from home would be allowed to use their home equipment as the County 
does not have a surplus of County equipment to take home.  All sub-units of the 
Door County Board are suspended through April.  Two County Board meetings 
per month will be scheduled and in a virtual environment.  If items come up that 
need to be addressed by a committee the County Administrator, County Board 
Chair, and the Committee Chair will address.  Adjustments to operations were 
reviewed.  All library branches will be closed effective tomorrow with the central 
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branch remaining open with no more than 10 patrons in the library at one time.  
No minors will be allowed without a parent.  No sitting and congregating in the 
library will be allowed; public will be allowed to check-out and return materials.  
EM Director Kane is working with municipalities to set up weekly debriefing 
meetings.  It was requested that all press releases be shared with county board 
members.  Anything that is released to the public should also be shared with 
county board at the same time.  It was suggested all information and media 
releases be somewhere in one place for easy access such as posting on the 
County website.  Any decision that needs to be made will be between the County 
Administrator and County Board Chair.

2020-42 Authorizing a Taxation District to Waive Interest and Penalties on 
Property Tax Installment Payments Per 2020 Act 185 
Administrator Pabich reviewed information included in the meeting packet.  In 
short, Act 185 allows the County to pass a resolution which delays second 
payment of taxes from July 31st to October 1st Local municipalities would also have 
to pass a resolution in order for the waiver of interest and penalties to be in place.  
Pabich reviewed a listing of counties that have passed/not passed a resolution.  
Pabich reviewed what the settlement to the taxing jurisdictions would look like 
from the County perspective. Option A: full settlement to all taxing jurisdictions in 
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August; Option B: partial settlement in August, with full settlement in September.  
Cash flow options reviewed.  The main concern is being able to track the 
payments.  Staff recommendation is to not pursue at all or, if pursued, to make all 
settlements in August as usual (as described as Option A).

Monthly Report 
The report was included in the meeting packet and was reviewed.  Specific items 
discussed/explained included Cana Island, capital projects, Mill Pond project 
(request to send all past reports and handouts, etc. to new Board Members). 
 

COVID-19: Matters Under Consideration 
Administrator Pabich explained County Board Chairman Lienau and himself have 
authorized up to $10,000 for the purchase of N95 masks; anticipating possible 
reimbursement. 
 

Administration is looking to bring sustainability and balance to Public Health. 
Potentially looking to bring on 2 retired part-time nurses, 1 full-time nurse intern 
and 1 intern to assist with call volume.  Anticipated expenditures $25,000 - 
$30,000. 

 

CC Thomas briefly reviewed a lawsuit against dozens of defendants across the 
State including Door County and the State of Wisconsin. 
 

Public Health / Emergency Management Update 

Public Health Officer Sue Powers reported as of this morning there are 38 
confirmed cases; 18 recovered; currently no hospitalizations; 1,020 negative tests; 
163 pending tests.  Anticipating numbers to increase following the weekend.  
Public Health staff continue to work 7 days per week.  Hoping to increase staff 
capacity soon. Follow-ups and contact tracing are complicated and extensive and 
has increased extensively.  Public Health staff is focusing on COVID and WIC; all 
other programs are on hold.  Staff is beginning to discuss how to ease back into 
regular/normal work.  Many questions have arisen from the safely reopen guide.  
Communications between nursing home and elderly homes continue. 

 

Emergency Management Director Dan Kane presented a brief update.  The 
emergency Operations Center will begin to phase down to 1 meeting per week.   
Kane updated the Board that a ñtoaster ovenò has been obtained to sanitize N95 
masks.  The unit is ready to go and can sanitize about 50 masks at a time.  A 
request to establish a National Guard testing site in Door County was put in to 
the State; this is a joint effort between Door County and Kewaunee County. 
 

Discussion: Face Masks 

Administrator Pabich explained all county employees are required to wear face 
masks when interacting with public or other employees in county buildings. 
 

Supervisors have been asked to put an ordinance in place countywide requiring 
people to wear face masks in public.  Questions that arose from the request was 
enforcement, and supply.  CC Thomas noted what is out there now is 
recommendations and suggestions which is the best way to go about this; there 
would be significant difficulties in enacting a countywide ordinance requiring 
mask wearing in public places.  Sue Powers noted Public Health encourages 
wearing cloth face masks.

Likewise, the County can establish an Emergency Declaration outside of a Public 
Health order.  The Emergency Declaration on the books now allows the County 
to operate and monitor costs related to COVID-19 with anticipation of 
reimbursement for those costs down the road, and allows the County 
Administrator and County Board Chair to make decisions related to authorizing 
unbudgeted expenses.  At this time there havenôt been any significant expenses. 
County Administrator Pabich recommends continuing the Emergency Declaration 
at this time.  Concerns expressed related to language on lines 39 and 40 related 
to suspension of the meetings of the subunits of the Door County Board.  CC 
Thomas noted there could be an amendment to allow the resumption of the 
subunit meetings.  Further concerns were expressed related to lines 42-46 
related to virtual meetings.

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Public Health / Emergency Management Update 

Public Health Officer Sue Powers reported County case numbers remain stable 
and low.  Door County is averaging 15 tests per day up to 40 per day.  Public 
Health has been able to keep up with the contact tracing. The Department has 2 
LTEôs in place to assist the department with contact tracing.  This week the 
community focus has been on the schools.  Powers noted Public Health has no 
authority over schools.  Town hall meetings continue along with the Facebook live 
presentations. The guidelines for large gatherings remain the same.  Door 
Countyôs numbers are encouraging however we are not out of this yet. 
 

Roles and Responsibilities of County Board Members 

CC Thomas reviewed materials included in the meeting packet.  Thomas noted 
counties are creatures of statutes both in powers and responsibilities.  Thomas 
reviewed the countyôs administrative role, county board authority, constitutional 
and statutory officers, county board communications and roles of Board Members. 
 

Pending Business/Updates 
Resolution 2020-19; Declaration of State of Emergency 

The Declaration State of Emergency is still active.  Administrator Pabich updated 
the Board on the re-opening of County government.  Operations are beginning to 
return back to normal.  Where densities are too high, within an office suite, 
employees can continue to tele-work.  Beginning in July 50% of an employees 
work time must be in the office.  Libraries will begin to re-open to the public in 
July.  Library Director Tina Kakuske appeared virtually and updated the Board on 
the plans of re-opening the Library. 
 

Evaluation Process Review for County Administrator 
Information included in the meeting packet was reviewed.  HR Director Hendee 
presented three options ï leave the process as is currently, remove HR and bring 
in a consultant to compile and report the results, or use NeoGov software to 
complete the evaluation process.  The current process is Department Heads fill 
out the evaluation, the County Board fill out their evaluation, and outside 
constituents fill out the evaluation and submit to HR and HR Director Hendee 
compiles and provides the information to the County Board Chairman. NeoGov is 
the software currently in place for all employeeôs evaluations.  Discussion 
regarding the perceived concern that some are not completing the evaluation 
because of who can see the responses.  The NeoGov software can limit access 
to who can view and compile.  Once the Board agrees to the process it will be 
determined if the review process will be before the full County Board or at the 
Administrative Committee level. 
 

Questions can be adjusted prior to the next evaluation.  It was suggested the 
compiling of information should be completed outside of the organization.  It was 
questioned if the evaluations could be completed anonymously within NeoGov.  
Chairman Lienau asked for Board Members to think about this, think about the 
questions and length of the overall evaluation, over the next month with further 
discussion at next monthôs meeting.

2020 Census 

The agenda item was a request from WCA.  It was noted Door County has had a 
lower response rate. 
 

Presentation / Overview:  Library, Miller Art Museum, Historical Museum, 
Archives ï 442 Michigan Street, 56 N 4th Ave. 
Administrator Pabich presented a PowerPoint.  Staff is looking for guidance for 
Facilities & Parks; what else does the Board need, in terms of information, facts 
and data, to make a decision on the project?  Capital budgeting and operational 
budgeting reviewed.  Past and current ideas reviewed.  The Library has looked at 
expanding or a whole new building.  The Miller Art Museum would like to stay 
connected to the Library.  The County needs a permanent location for the 
Archives. Pabich explained the Library is jointly owned by the County of Door and 
the City of Sturgeon Bay.  The building was built in 1974/1975.  There have been 
no major renovations done to the building. Building maintenance costs are split 
between the County and City.  The County funds the operations.  The Miller Art 
Museum Family donated funds towards the construction of the building.  The 
Library Board has authority over the operations with the County Board responsible 
for the funding.  The Library has both a Friends of the Library group and a Library 
Foundation.  The County does not provide direct funding to the Miller Art Museum 
however, indirect funding is provided in the space occupied.  The Library Board 
has discussed concepts for expansion and the options for a new location; all plans 
are currently on hold. 
 

The Museum was built in 1939 with the Fire House addition completed in 1984.  
The Pioneer Fire Company owns the equipment in the Museum.  The Archives 
were part of the Museum but were never housed together. The Archives have now 
become part of the Library.  The Museum itself is under the org chart of the 
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Library. The Library Board does not have the authority to oversee the Museum.  
The Museumôs oversight is the Museum Committee.  In 2011 an addition to the 
Museum was explored.  Properties behind the Museum were purchased for 
possible expansion with the house at 442 Michigan Street housing the Archives 
temporarily. The plan for the addition on to the Museum was reviewed. 

 

The Younkers building was purchased in 2020.  An architect was hired to develop 
plans and uses.  Options from using the entire building to using portions of the 
building to demolishing the entire structure were reviewed. 

 

The house at 442 Michigan Street has gone through 2 bidding processes.  The 
property was reviewed for use by Human Services but research showed that was 
not a feasible option.  The first RFP was for moving the house; it has been 
determined there is no way the house could be moved.  The second RFP was 
for demolition of the house.  The demolition cost was not budgeted in 2020. 
 

It was requested that information be provided as to what the County is 
funding/contributing at the Library. Discussion of anticipated costs of utilities if the 
County created a smaller space at the old Younkers building. Discussion of how 
the Archives relates to the Library.  Discussion of past studies.  Discussion of the 
need to plan out in to the future and take our time doing so.  Review of the concept 
drawings for the Library.  The Library Branches funding for both the building and 
operations was reviewed.  A request was made for the 5 and 10 year plans for 
both the Library and Museum along with the County goals for both.  What is the 
Countyôs and Cityôs comprehensive plan?  What is each Library Branch looking to 
do in the future?  Is there an option to move the Miller Art Museum to create more 
space for the Library?  What is the needed square footage of the Archives and 
the Museum expansion?  Where will the Archives be housed?  In one place?  If 
the archives are moved out of the Library will the square footage gained be 
enough?  What size expansion is the Miller Art Museum looking at? What square 
footage is needed for the Youth Connection Center and the Archives?  How can 
all stakeholders come together to make decisions?  Should there be a master plan 
study performed?  Cost to demolish the Younkers building and not rebuilding right 
away.  Could there be joint committee meetings?  All projects need to be looked 
at broadly.

Litigation Update - Local Health Officer / Local Government Authority to 
Address Covid-19 
Chairman Lienau reported letters of support were received from Door County 
Medical Center, Destination Door County, DCEDC, and the Long Term Recovery 
Task Force. 

 

CC Thomas noted his perspective is purely a legal perspective and his best 
opinion of what the County can and canôt do; what is legally permissible and what 
is not.  CC Thomas reviewed the local powers to address COVID-19 in the wake 
of the Wisconsin Legislator vs. Palm decision.  Thomas reviewed the past orders 
issued by Local Health Officer Sue Powers.  The exercise of local authority to 
address COVID-19 does pose some litigation risk. The County and the Wisconsin 
Counties Association has been monitoring litigation in other counties.  Thomas 
noted Door County and Health Officer Sue Powers are named as defendants in a 
lawsuit filed in the US District Federal Court.  The case is presently pending in the 
early stages.  It seeks to invalidate the local Safer at Home orders and ordinances 
and cease their enforcement and alleges that the ordinances violate civil rights, 
the establishment clause freedom of speech and the right to assemble.  The 
County is following court cases which will ultimately define what a local public 
health officer and a local unit of governmentôs authority is in addressing COVID19 
under the Statutes.  Trying to evaluate on an on-going basis what the County 
might be able to do or cannot do.  Drafting, implementing and enforcing an order 
or ordinance requiring masks is not straight forward or simple.  There are gaps in 
the statutory framework and common law or case law as to the extent of a LOH 
and County Boardôs authority to deal with these sorts of situations.  Whether a 
Local Health Officer or County Board has the authority to enact and enforce a 
masking requirement, and to what extent, will highly depend on the facts and 
circumstances.  The stakes are high; if the County or Local Health Officer takes 
a position that later on in litigation is determined to be incorrect the County will 
face potential liability.  Thomas cautioned the Board.  The Wisconsin Counties 
Association has commissioned their general counsel with a task force made up of 
county officials, employees, and staff members to issue some guidance by the 
end of July as to what counties can do in these situations.  If a Local Health Officer 
was inclined to enact an order (statutorily the LHO has the authority), or the 
County Board were inclined to enact an ordinance there are a few things that need 
to be defined.  You need an on ramp and an off ramp.  Will need to setup objective 
criteria as to why you are doing what you are doing and objective criteria of how 
to end the order or ordinance.  It becomes incredibly difficult to get out from 
underneath whatever requirements the County would impose.  The County would 
have to limit enforcement to the administrative enforcement remedies - civil 
enforcement penalties and injunctive relief; criminal penalties arenôt going to fly 
currently.  Restrictions would need to be well defined, content neutral, and 
narrowly tailored to address the particular circumstances.  CC Thomas advised 
the Board to proceed with caution and not rush in to anything. 
 

CC Thomas reviewed the difference between an order and ordinance; an LHO 
order applies across the County. There is question if a county ordinance would be 
in effect in the City and Villages; this would require further review by CC Thomas 
to determine if the City and Villages could allow the ordinance to apply.  
Enforcement of an ordinance would be clearly civil with all cases referred to the 
County Corporation Counsel office. 
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Public Health Officer Sue Powers reviewed current Wisconsin COVID information.  
The State is currently classified at high level with Door Countyôs level remaining 
moderate.  Our neighboring counties are at high level. Follow-ups are becoming 
much more extensive; many more people are being exposed to the virus.  Visitors 
returned home and were diagnosed with COVID resulting in calls from other 
counties and additional contact tracing here in the County.  Mask effectiveness 
should not be in question; a mask worn correctly has been proven to be an 
effective measure.  Door County currently has 8 active cases.  Chief Deputy 
McCarty reported the Sheriffôs Office would not have the resources to enforce a 
masking ordinance on a consistent basis if enacted. Logistically it would be very 
difficult for the Sheriffôs Office to respond to calls with large gatherings and enforce 
masks.  Discussion of the process of contact tracing.  Door County case counts 
only include those that consider Door County their residence. 

 

Administrator Pabich reiterated the need to make sure to target what the Board is 
thinking about both for tourist businesses and also large employers.  Door County 
is diversified; doing something cannot be general.  The County is personally 
experiencing it; we are struggling significantly to get things back open. This does 
have a mental health impact on many individuals.  We need to have a plan and 
vision that is clear and concise. Board discussion followed. 

 

Supervisor Enigl arrived at 10:52 a.m.  Supervisor Fisher was excused at 10:55 
a.m. 
 

Should Corporation Counsel and Public Health work together to draft an ordinance 
or order?  By consensus, the Board does not want to proceed with looking at any 
ordinance or order.  It was suggested recommendations be provided going 
forward.  Ideas for education messaging such as billboards, signage, partner with 
visitor centers, etc.; all have a related cost and are unbudgeted expenses.  The 
Board discussed the next steps. 
 

Public Health Officer Powers will assess the situation day by day and react as 
needed.  Administrator Pabich and CC Thomas will monitor the activities of WCA 
and the courts.  No ordinance will be drafted.  Pabich will work to attempt to 
improve the county messaging, leveraging visitor centers and other avenues.

from the ES Washington Island Building Reserve and $15,000 from ES Central 
Station Reserve to the Emergency Services Washington Island Property Land

Administrator Pabich explained the anticipated use of the building as a 
government services building with the majority of the building used for emergency 
services.  Pabich reviewed the history of an emergency services facility on 
Washington Island.  In 2016, through discussion with the Town of Washington and 
the Emergency Services Committee, an initial $500,000 was set aside for an ES 
project on the Island.  The Town of Washington asked the County to vacate the 
Town building housing the ambulances.  Various options of land and existing 
buildings were explored.  Two landowners on the Island offered parcels to the 
County and/or Town; a vacant parcel and a parcel with an existing building.  The 
vacant parcel owner offered the parcel as a donation with conditions that the 
parcel be used to build a Town facility on it.  It was determined that the Town of 
Washington would not be a joint partner in any building in the near future.  The 
Town Board toured both parcels last fall.  An architectural firm was brought on to 
design and provide cost estimates for a new build on the vacant parcel and a 
remodel of the existing building.  The Facilities & Parks Committee has reviewed 
both options and recommended the purchase of the existing building. Pabich 
reviewed where the funds would come from to pay for the acquisition of the parcel;
